BOARD OF TRUSTEES


October 10, 2016
Meeting was called to order by Chairman Dale Paider at 8:01 p.m. Trustees in attendance for the meeting were Dale Paider, Richard Anderson, Doug Griess, Alvin Johnson and Christy Underwood. Others present for at least part of the meeting were Trevor Lee, Valley County Economic Development, Tom Powell, Mid-Alliance Insurance Associates, LLC, Wayne Hunt and Rosmarie Ritz.
Chairman Dale Paider announced and informed the public that a current copy of the Open Meetings Act was posted in the room and a copy of the Act was also available in pamphlet form.

Motion by Johnson, second by Underwood, to approve minutes of regular meeting of September 12, 2016; all aye, motion carried. 
Underwood made motion, second by Johnson, to approve Financial Report for September 2016 as presented; all aye; motion carried.    
Motion by Underwood, second by Griess, to approve Village Accounts Payable Claims September 2016 as presented; all aye; motion carried.
Tom Powell, Mid-Alliance Insurance Associates, LLC, presented insurance policy review. Underwood made motion, second by Griess, to approve payment of insurance premium of $17,466 and review of insurance policy as presented. Roll call vote: Underwood: aye; Griess: aye; Anderson: aye; Johnson: aye; Paider: aye; motion carried.

Trevor Lee, Valley County Economic Development, shared information regarding Bud Owens Ball Field Improvement projects. He recommended setting up a public meeting and inviting Arcadia residents to share their ideas for the Bud Owens Ball Field. After the meeting, we would put together a master plan with bathrooms/concession renovation and possibly other improvements which means we will apply for the Land and Water Conservation Fund grant next year instead of this year. The trustees agreed it would be better to wait until next year to apply for the grant which would give us time to collect all the information and work on a master plan.

Lease Amendment for the Bud Owens Ball Field was tabled.

Underwood made motion, second by Johnson, to pay invoice from Barco Municipal Products, Inc., $980.00; all aye, motion carried.

Chairman Paider introduced Ordinance No. 337 entitled:

AN ORDINANCE OF THE VILLAGE OF ARCADIA, VALLEY COUNTY, NEBRASKA, ESTABLISHING WATER FEES FOR NON-RESIDENTS CONNECTED TO THE VILLAGE WATER MAINS, REPEALING ALL ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT WITH THIS ORDINANCE, AND PROVIDING FOR PUBLICATION AND EFFECTIVE DATE.

It was moved by Johnson, second by Underwood that the statutory rule requiring the Ordinance be read by title on three different days be suspended. The yeas and nays were called upon the adoption of said motion, and the vote was as follows: Yeas: Johnson, Underwood, Griess, Anderson, Paider. Nays: None. Absent: None. The Chairman declared the motion carried, and said statutory rule suspended.

Thereupon said Ordinance No. 337 was read by title and it was moved by Griess, second by Johnson, that Ordinance No. 337 be passed and adopted. The Chairman stated that the question was: “Shall Ordinance No. 337 be passed and adopted?” The yeas and nays were called upon the question as stated and the vote was as follows, and so recorded: Yeas: Griess, Johnson, Underwood, Anderson, Paider. Nays: None. Absent: None. Theeupon the Chairman declared said Ordinance No. 337 duly passed and adopted.

Replacing cabinets in Lab Room at Arcadia Clinic was tabled.    
Loup Central Landfill report – Dale Paider; Board of Health report – Dale Paider; Wayne Hunt reported that the sewer pond looks good, worked on railroad right of ways and ditches. He received a quote from Layne Christensen Company to repair existing well water meter. Motion by Griess, second by Johnson to approve quote from Layne Christensen Company for $1,334.50; all aye, motion carried. Clerk Ritz informed the trustees that holidays, vacation and sick leave policy should be on agenda for November meeting; DHHS sent SOC 6 year waiver renewal application. Griess made motion, second by Underwood, to install smoke detectors and carbon monoxide detectors as needed at the Arcadia Clinic, all aye, motion carried. Motion by Johnson, second by Griess to approve invoice from Krystal Calleroz for $2,280 for 24 blue spruce trees; all aye, motion carried.

The trustees decided to have a special meeting on Monday, October 17, at 7:00 p.m. to look at job applications. 
Motion to adjourn by Johnson, second by Griess, all aye, meeting adjourned at 10.14 p.m.; next regularly scheduled meeting will be Monday, November 14, 2016, at 8:00 p.m. at the Village Office (Arcadia Clinic).
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
