BOARD OF TRUSTEES


February 13, 2017
Meeting was called to order by Chairman Dale Paider at 8:02 p.m. Trustees in attendance for the meeting were Dale Paider, Richard Anderson, Doug Griess, Alvin Johnson  and Christy Underwood (8:04 p.m.). Others present for at least part of the meeting were Gary Steele, Miller & Associates, Trevor Lee, Valley County Economic Development, Judy Petersen, Central Nebraska Housing and Economic Development, and Rosmarie Ritz.
Chairman Dale Paider announced and informed the public that a current copy of the Open Meetings Act was posted in the room and a copy of the Act was also available in pamphlet form.

Motion by Johnson, second by Griess, to approve minutes of regular meeting of January 9, 2017; all aye, motion carried.
Griess made motion, second by Johnson, to approve minutes of town hall meeting of January 11, 2017; all aye, motion carried. 
Underwood made motion, second by Johnson, to approve Financial Report for January 2017 as presented; all aye, motion carried.

Motion by Underwood, second by Griess to approve Village Accounts Payable Claims January 2017 as presented; all aye, motion carried.

Gary Steele, Miller & Associates, summarized project status for replacing of water mains. Bid opening took place in the Arcadia Clerk’s Office at 10:00 a.m. on Thursday, February 9, 2017. The following four bids were received, publicly opened and read aloud: Myers Construction, Inc., Broken Bow, $217,507.00; Midlands Contracting, Inc., Kearney, $219,282.50; General Excavating, Lincoln, $278,450.00; The Diamond Engineering Co., Grand Island, $322,429.50. The Engineer’s Opinion of Probable Construction Cost was $215,325.00. Motion by Griess, second by Johnson, to follow recommendation by Miller & Associates to issue a Notice of Award to Myers Construction for the bid amount of $217,507.00 and authorize the Chairman of the Village Board of Trustees to sign the agreement. Roll call vote: Griess: aye; Johnson: aye; Underwood: aye; Anderson: nay; Paider: aye; motion carried. Construction is scheduled to begin in May 2017.
Trevor Lee, Valley County Economic Development, presented a summary of the town hall discussion in regard to parks & recreation: strengths, weaknesses, opportunities and challenges. New restrooms at Bud Owens ballfield is still priority. Ownership of land is an issue for grant application. Trustee Griess will talk with American Legion Post 251. Gary Steele volunteered to donate his time and put together estimates for park & recreation projects. He mentioned that there are precast restrooms made out of concrete available, he will email information to the Village office. 
Judy Petersen, CNHED, asked the Board of Trustees if the Village would like to reapply for a housing grant, same as last year. Last year there were $2,400,000.00 available in grant money for three districts, each district received $800,000.00 and funded one project per district. This year the maximum grant money for one project will be $500,000.00, so more projects should have a chance to get funded. Motion by Johnson, second by Underwood, to reapply for the housing grant. Roll call vote: Johnson: aye; Underwood: aye; Griess: aye; Anderson: aye; Paider: aye; motion carried. Judy Petersen is planning to attend our next meeting and should have more information on where we lost points on our application last year and how to improve it.
Motion by Anderson, second by Griess, to approve liquor license renewals for American Legion Post #251, Mad Duck LLC dba Bridge Street Bar & Grill and Wolfgang Grocery and Spirits; all aye, motion carried. 

Loup Basin RC&D clean up day on April 21, 2017 was discussed. Any white goods (appliances) people would like to get rid of can be taken to Ord that day. The Village of Arcadia will have a local collection point for appliances the week of April 21 and then take them over to Ord on Friday. 
Chris Riha, Viaero Wireless, submitted a building permit application for a cell tower. Construction of the foundations is scheduled to begin late winter.

Underwood made motion, second by Johnson, to approve Employee Handbook; all aye, motion carried.

Loup Central Landfill – Dale Paider; Board of Health – Dale Paider reported that two certified letters were sent, next meeting will be February 27, 2017. Gary Greenland passed away, he was a member of the Board of Health. It was decided to publish vacancy on Board of Health in Arcadia Guide and on website. Wayne Hunt was not able to be at the meeting due to eye surgery. Ritz read a thank you note from Donna Ericson family.
Motion to adjourn by Griess, second by Johnson, all aye, meeting adjourned at 9:44 p.m.; next regularly scheduled meeting will be Monday, March 13, 2017, at 8:00 p.m. at the Village Office (Arcadia Clinic).
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
