BOARD OF TRUSTEES


September 11, 2017
Meeting was called to order by Chairman Dale Paider at 8:03 p.m. Trustees in attendance for the meeting were Dale Paider, Richard Anderson, Doug Griess, Alvin Johnson (arrived at 8:14 p.m.) and Christy Underwood. Others present for at least part of the meeting were Pam Slagle, CPA, Severson, Lammers & Abel CPA’s, Leroy Hansen, Jodi Sell, Wayne Hunt and Rosmarie Ritz.
Chairman Dale Paider announced and informed the public that a current copy of the Open Meetings Act was posted in the room and a copy of the Act was also available in pamphlet form.

Motion by Underwood, second by Griess, to approve minutes of regular meeting of August 14, 2017; ayes: Underwood, Griess, Anderson and Paider; Johnson absent and not voting, motion carried.
Griess made motion, second by Anderson, to approve Financial Report for August 2017 as presented; ayes: Griess, Anderson, Underwood, Paider; Johnson absent and not voting, motion carried.  
Motion by Underwood, second by Griess to approve Village Accounts Payable Claims August 2017 as presented; ayes: Underwood, Griess, Anderson and Paider, Johnson absent and not voting, motion carried. 
Chairman Paider informed the Board of Trustees that a resident complained to him about the quality of his water. Village will take a special water sample tomorrow at that residence and have it tested.
Alvin Johnson arrived at 8:14 p.m.

Leroy Hansen stated that he licensed every vehicle except boat trailers which he is taking apart. He is planning to move. There is still a problem with speeding in the vicinity of the school.
Chairman Dale Paider opened budget hearing at 8:17 p.m. Trustees present: Dale Paider, Richard Anderson, Doug Griess, Alvin Johnson and Christy Underwood. Pam Slagle, CPA, Severson, Lammers & Abel, CPA’s, P.C. presented budget for FY 2017-2018. Discussion and comments regarding budget. Motion by Johnson, second by Griess, to close budget hearing at 8:36 p.m. Roll call vote: Johnson, Griess, Underwood, Anderson and Paider: aye, motion carried.

Johnson made motion, second by Underwood, to adopt Resolution 2017.6 authorizing exceeding budget limit for FY 2017-2018 by an additional one percent. Roll call vote: Johnson: aye; Underwood: aye; Griess: aye; Anderson: aye; Paider: aye. Motion carried and Resolution 2017.6 adopted with affirmative vote of 100% of the governing body.

Motion by Johnson, second by Griess, to request audit waiver for fiscal year ended September 30, 2017. Roll call vote: Johnson: aye; Griess: aye; Underwood: aye; Anderson: aye; Paider: aye, motion carried.

Griess made motion, second by Johnson, to adopt the 2017-18 budget as published. Roll call vote: Griess: aye; Johnson: aye; Underwood: aye; Anderson: aye; Paider: aye, motion carried.

Motion by Johnson, second by Underwood, to open special hearing at 8:39 p.m. to set final tax request. Discussion and comments regarding FY 2017-18 budget. 

Griess made motion, second by Johnson, to adopt Resolution 2017.7 that the property tax request for the fiscal year beginning October 1, 2017, be set at $92,225.12. Roll call vote: Griess: aye; Johnson: aye; Underwood: aye; Anderson: aye; Paider: aye, motion carried and Resolution 2017.7 adopted.

Motion by Griess, second by Johnson, to close special hearing: all aye, special hearing adjourned at 8:40 p.m.
Griess made motion, second by Johnson, to adopt Resolution 2017.8 authorizing the Village of Arcadia to apply for federal assistance from the Land and Water Conservation Fund program for the purpose of ballfield facility improvements at Bud Owens Field. Roll call vote: Griess: aye; Johnson: aye; Underwood: aye; Anderson: aye; Paider: aye, motion carried and Resolution 2017.8 adopted.

Jodi Sell shared information about the Valley County Community Foundation Fund.

Motion by Underwood, second by Johnson, to approve payment of $5,446.90 to Johnson Service Company;  all aye, motion carried.

Underwood made motion, second by Griess, to approve payment of $12,016.10 to Miller & Associates for final construction phase water main improvements and $836.63 to Miller & Associates as reimbursement for a review fee paid to Nebraska Health and Human Services; all aye, motion carried.

Motion made by Johnson, second by Griess, to approve payment of $650.00 to Severson, Lammers and Abel, CPA’s, P.C. for budget preparation; all aye, motion carried.

Griess made motion, second by Johnson, to approve payment of $23,531.40 to BOKF, NA, principal and interest payment; all aye, motion carried.
Motion by Griess, second by Underwood, to approve payment of $945.20 to Loup Valley Lighting, Inc. for bulbs for ballfield; all aye, motion carried.

Judy Petersen would like to conduct a Valley County Town Hall meeting in Arcadia sometime in October. The Board of Trustees decided that Wednesday, October 18, 2017, could work. Clerk Ritz will contact Judy Petersen to see if that date would be suitable for her.
Trustees decided to order four speed bumps to slow down traffic around the school house.

Dale Paider reported that the next landfill meeting will be on Thursday, September 21, 2017. Wayne Hunt stated that most of his time was spent getting ready for Labor Day. Clerk Ritz reported that the Nebraska Department of Economic Development approved Village of Arcadia’s Rental Duplex Construction grant application.
