BOARD OF TRUSTEES


October 9, 2017
Meeting was called to order by Chairman Dale Paider at 8:00 p.m. Trustees in attendance for the meeting were Dale Paider, Richard Anderson, Doug Griess and Alvin Johnson. Trustee Christy Underwood was absent (excused). Others present for at least part of the meeting were Tom Powell, Mid-Alliance Insurance, Trevor Lee, Valley County Economic Development and Rosmarie Ritz.
Chairman Dale Paider announced and informed the public that a current copy of the Open Meetings Act was posted in the room and a copy of the Act was also available in pamphlet form.

Motion by Griess, second by Johnson, to approve minutes of regular meeting of September 11, 2017; all aye; motion carried. Underwood absent and not voting.
Johnson made motion, second by Anderson, to approve Financial Report for September 2017 as presented all aye, motion carried. Underwood absent and not voting.
Motion by Johnson, second by Griess to approve Village Accounts Payable Claims September 2017 as presented; all aye, motion carried. Underwood absent and not voting.
Tom Powell, Mid-Alliance Insurance Associates, LLC, presented insurance policy review. Need to remove 2016 Skid Loader from Inland Marine. Johnson made motion, second by Griess, to approve renewal of insurance policy as presented and payment of premium of $18,477; all aye, motion carried. Underwood absent and not voting.

Trevor Lee reported that deadline for land and conservation grant is October 13, 2017. He will drive to Lincoln on Friday to hand deliver grant application.
Chairman Paider introduced Ordinance No. 339 entitled:

AN ORDINANCE OF THE VILLAGE OF ARCADIA, VALLEY COUNTY, NEBRASKA, PROVIDING FOR SPEED BUMPS TO BE PLACED ON W. OWENS, N. SCHMELZER AND N. FULLER STREETS, PROVIDING FOR EFFECTIVE DATE AND FOR PUBLICATION IN PAMPHLET FORM.

It was moved by Johnson, second by Griess, that the statutory rule requiring the Ordinance be read by title on three different days be suspended. The yeas and nays were called upon the adoption of said motion, and the vote was as follows: Yeas: Johnson, Griess, Anderson, Paider; nays: None. The Chairman declared the motion carried, and said statutory rule suspended.

Thereupon said Ordinance No. 339 was read by title and it was moved by Griess, seconded by Johnson that Ordinance No. 339 be passed and adopted. The Chairman stated that the question was: “Shall Ordinance No. 339 be passed and adopted?” The yeas and nays were called upon the question as stated and the vote was as follows, and so recorded: Yeas: Griess, Johnson, Anderson, Paider. Nays: None. Thereupon the Chairman declared said Ordinance No. 339 duly passed and adopted.
Motion by Johnson, second by Anderson, to approve payment of $2,001.58 to Uline; all aye, motion carried.

Clean up on Hollis Hunt property was discussed. Motion by Anderson, second by Griess, to pay $500 to Hollis Hunt after Village is done with clean up; all aye, motion carried.

Resident at 210 E Bridge Street is now in Commercial Zoning District; however, Sheri Goodrich, Valley County Zoning Administrator, after talking with Orville Stahr, called to state that Article 6: Section 603.01 Paragraph B in our zoning regulations provides for an exception in this case.
Reports: Loup Central Landfill – Dale Paider. Clerk Ritz reported that the Village of Arcadia received a thank you note from the Arcadia Spirit Dawgs for the use of the community center for their annual pancake feed.
Motion to adjourn by Johnson, second by Griess, all aye, meeting adjourned at 9:19 p.m.; next regularly scheduled meeting will be Monday, November 13, 2017, at 8:00 p.m. at the Village Office (Arcadia Clinic).
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
