BOARD OF TRUSTEES


October 11, 2021
Meeting was called to order by Chairman Dale Paider at 8:04 p.m. Trustees in attendance for the meeting were Dale Paider, Alvin Johnson, Doug Griess and Amy Sillivan. Trustee Rich Spencer was absent (excused).The meeting was held at the Arcadia Community Center to allow for social distancing. Notice of meeting was posted in advance at Arcadia Village Office, Arcadia Post Office and First Nebraska Bank. Others present for at least part of the meeting were Nate Fox, LARM, Valley County Deputy Dave Scheideler, Ashley Allen, Heath Kursave, Lori Bush, EMC Insurance and Rosmarie Ritz.
Chairman Dale Paider announced and informed the public that a current copy of the Nebraska Open Meetings Act was posted in the room and a copy of the Act was also available in pamphlet form.
Johnson made motion, second by Griess, to approve minutes of regular meeting of September 13, 2021; ayes: Johnson, Griess, Sillivan, Paider; motion carried. Spencer absent and not voting.
Motion by Sillivan, second by Griess, to approve minutes of special meeting of September 20, 2021; ayes: Sillivan, Griess, Johnson, Paider; motion carried. Spencer absent and not voting.

Griess made motion, second by Johnson, to approve minutes of special meeting of September 28, 2021; ayes: Griess, Johnson, Sillivan, Paider; motion carried. Spencer absent and not voting.

Johnson made motion, second by Sillivan, to approve Financial Report for September 2021 as presented; ayes: Johnson, Sillivan, Griess, Paider; motion carried. Spencer absent and not voting.   
Motion by Griess, second by Johnson to approve Village Accounts Payable Claims September 2021 without Dale Paider claim; ayes: Griess, Johnson, Sillivan, Paider; motion carried. Spencer absent and not voting.
Johnson made motion, second by Sillivan, to approve Dale Paider claim; ayes: Johnson, Sillivan, Griess; abstain: Paider; motion carried. Spencer absent and not voting.

Motion by Sillivan, second by Griess, to approve estimate of recurring claims for payment before November 2021 meeting; ayes: Sillivan, Griess; Johnson, Paider; motion carried. Spencer absent and not voting.

Valley County Deputy Dave Scheideler and Ashley Allen presented information about the car seat check program. Ashley Allen finished training to learn how to check car seats. It was decided to advertise Saturday, October 30, 2021, from 9:00 a.m. till noon for Ashley to be in Arcadia to check car seats of interested parties. In front of the fire hall would be a possible location.  Dave will check with Fire Chief Dan Scott.
Griess made motion, second by Johnson, to approve annual subscription renewal with QuickBooks Desktop Payroll for $350 plus tax where applicable; ayes: Griess, Johnson, Sillivan, Paider; motion carried. Spencer absent and not voting.

Motion by Griess, second by Sillivan, to pay $350 to Clark Law Office for the period 11/2/2020 through March 8, 2021; ayes: Griess, Sillivan, Johnson, Paider; motion carried. Spencer absent and not voting.

Johnson made motion, second by Sillivan, to approve payment of $128.97 to Appeara, shirts, pants and laundry service for Heath Kursave; ayes: Johnson, Sillivan, Griess, Paider; motion carried. Spencer absent and not voting.

Motion by Sillivan, second by Griess, to approve $100.80 mileage reimbursement for Wayne Hunt, taking water samples to Grand Island; ayes: Sillivan, Griess, Johnson, Paider; motion carried. Spencer absent and not voting.

Sillivan made motion, second by Griess, to accept propane contract with Trotter, Inc. for 1,800 gallons of propane at $2.15 per gallon with a $0.20 per gallon ($360) down payment due now for the time period October 8 through March 15, 2022; ayes: Sillivan, Griess, Johnson, Paider; motion carried. Spencer absent and not voting.
The Nebraska Public Service Commission (PSC) is requiring GPS point collection for cities and villages in order to implement Next Generation 9-1-1 (NG911) to make locations of emergency calls more accurate and to also improve and speed up how emergency calls are routed to the correct 9-1-1 center. Sillivan made motion, second by Griess, to approve payment of $1,349.62 to Region 26 for build-out of Arcadia village address points for 9-1-1 mapping; ayes: Sillivan, Griess, Johnson, Paider; motion carried. Spencer absent and not voting.

Trustees discussed insurance proposals from UIA premium $30,345, LARM premium $21,585 and EMC premium $25,429 (15% discount included). LARM manages risk by buying reinsurance, no annual fee, is audited quarterly, has been going strong for 25 years; board members are from member communities, currently has between 180-190 members. Johnson made motion, second by Griess, to accept insurance proposal from LARM with annual contribution of $21,585 for fiscal year 2021-2022. Roll call vote: Johnson: aye; Griess: aye; Sillivan: aye; Paider: aye; motion carried. Spencer absent and not voting.

Johnson made motion to adopt Resolution 2021.6 choosing termination option 180 days, 3 year commitment 5% discount, motion second by Sillivan. Roll call vote: Johnson: aye; Sillivan: aye; Griess: aye; Paider: aye; motion carried and Resolution 2021.6 adopted. Spencer absent and not voting. 
Motion by Johnson, second by Griess, to enter into agreement for the establishment and operation of the Leage Association of Risk Management. Roll call vote: Johnson: aye; Griess: aye; Sillivan: aye; Paider: aye; motion carried. Spencer absent and not voting.

Griess made motion, second by Johnson, to purchase locator together with David Rhoads; ayes: Griess, Johnson, Sillivan, Paider; motion carried. Spencer absent and not voting.

Motion by Johnson, second by Griess, to sell 1973 Chevy tilt cab and frame for $800 to Randy Weverka; ayes: Johnson, Griess, Sillivan, Paider; motion carried. Spencer absent and not voting.

Trustee Johnson mentioned that there is a problem with breaker boxes at ballpark; should put on agenda for November meeting. 

Clerk Ritz shared thank you note received from Spirit Dawgs for use of community center for pancake feed.

Motion to adjourn by Johnson, second by Sillivan, ayes: Johnson, Sillivan, Griess,  Paider, motion carried and meeting adjourned at 9:15 p.m.; next regularly scheduled meeting will be Monday, November 8, 2021, at 8:00 p.m. at the Arcadia Community Center.
