BOARD OF TRUSTEES


May 10, 2021
Meeting was called to order by Chairman Dale Paider at 8:06 p.m. Trustees in attendance for the meeting were Dale Paider, Alvin Johnson, Doug Griess and Rich Spencer. Trustee Amy Sillivan was absent. The meeting was held at the Arcadia Community Center to allow for social distancing. Notice of meeting was posted in advance at Arcadia Village Office, Arcadia Post Office and First Nebraska Bank. Others present for at least part of the meeting were Valley County Deputy Dave Scheideler, Dawn Goodwin, Marlin Sell, Wayne Hunt, Heath Kursave and Rosmarie Ritz.
Chairman Dale Paider announced and informed the public that a current copy of the Nebraska Open Meetings Act was posted in the room and a copy of the Act was also available in pamphlet form.
Johnson made motion, second by Spencer, to approve minutes of regular meeting of April 12, 2021; ayes: Johnson, Spencer, Griess, Paider; motion carried. Sillivan absent and not voting.
Spencer made motion, second by Johnson, to approve Financial Report for April 2021 as presented; ayes: Spencer, Johnson, Griess, Paider; motion carried. Sillivan absent and not voting.   
Motion by Griess, second by Johnson, to approve Village Accounts Payable Claims April 2021 without Dale’s Riverside claim; ayes: Griess, Johnson, Spencer, Paider; motion carried. Sillivan absent and not voting.
Johnson made motion, second by Spencer, to approve Dale’s Riverside claim; ayes: Johnson, Spencer, Griess; abstain: Paider; motion carried. Sillivan absent and not voting.  
Spencer made motion, second by Johnson, to approve estimate of recurring claims for payment before June 2021 meeting; ayes: Spencer, Johnson, Griess, Paider; motion carried. Sillivan absent and not voting.

Marlin Sell discussed trees that should be replaced at parks and cemetery. Griess made motion, second by Spencer, to approve $300-$400 for tree purchases deemed necessary by Marlin Sell; ayes: Griess, Spencer, Johnson, Paider; motion carried. Sillivan absent and not voting.

Dawn Goodwin talked about planned changes to old co-op building: replace ceiling tiles, take out center wall, replace existing toilet and sink, replace door between front office and main bay. They don’t plan on changing the plumbing. Chairman Paider informed Dawn Goodwin that Trotter’s have some electrical switches in the back building. Goodwins will talk to Jim Trotter.

Spencer made motion, second by Griess, to approve payment of $311 annual assessment fee to Loup Central Landfill; ayes: Spencer, Griess, Johnson, Paider; motion carried. Sillivan absent and not voting.

Motion by Johnson, second by Griess, to pay $200 to CDS Inspections & Beyond for Greenland application processing for duplex; ayes: Johnson, Griess, Spencer, Paider; motion carried. Sillivan absent and not voting.

Griess made motion, second by Johnson, to pay Loup Basin RC&D council dues of $25 for fiscal year 2021; ayes: Griess, Johnson, Spencer, Paider; motion carried. Sillivan absent and not voting.

Motion by Griess, second by Spencer, to pay $150 to Nebraska Rural Water Association for workshop attended by Wayne Hunt and Heath Kursave; ayes: Griess, Spencer, Johnson, Paider; motion carried. Sillivan absent and not voting.

Spencer made motion, second by Johnson, to pay Dorsey Truck & Ag $560.63 for repairs on backhoe cylinder; ayes: Spencer, Johnson, Griess, Paider; motion carried. Sillivan absent and not voting.

Motion by Johnson, second by Griess, to pay Bustamante Construction $200 for repairs on outside walls of Community Center; ayes: Johnson, Griess, Spencer, Paider; motion carried. Sillivan absent and not voting.

Spencer made motion, second by Johnson, to pay Koehn Enterprises, LLC $400 to hang curtain rods, install knobs in laundry cabinets and other small jobs at duplex units; ayes: Spencer, Johnson, Griess, Paider; motion carried. Sillivan absent and not voting.
Wayne Hunt explained that there are too many decorations, flowers and solar lights left on graves in the Arcadia Cemetery which makes it time consuming to mow and weed eat. Some of the decorations have been ruined by weather and should be picked up. Clerk Ritz will post a notice regarding items left on graves and will also send notice with monthly invoices on June 1.

Our old garbage truck was sold on Big Iron on April 28, 2021, for $10,500 minus commission $1,155, minus VIN fee $15, minus title processing fee $25, netting $9,305.

Sensaphone is the device that calls Wayne Hunt, Dale Paider and Doug Griess if there is a problem at the water tower. Wayne Hunt wanted Heath Kursave to be added to call list, however, something is not working right. Wayne contacted an electrician who would be able to fix it for $200. Spencer made motion, second by Johnson, to get electrician to fix Sensaphone for $200; ayes: Spencer, Johnson, Griess, Paider; motion carried. Sillivan absent and not voting.
Valley County Deputy Dave Scheideler reported about dog problem at 500 N Fuller Residence.

Loup Central Landfill report – Dale Paider; Wayne reported that Downey Drilling installed variable frequency drive at the well house. There were some complications and it took all day but is working fine now; there is a water leak at Mitch Fuss residence that needs to be repaired. Clerk Ritz informed trustees that Chuck Abel will come over one day next week for audit; we received draft permit for Arcadia Wastewater Treatment Facility and Wayne Hunt reviewed it; the Lower Loup NRD is updating the regional 2017 Hazard Mitigation Plan, there will be zoom meeting on June 8, at 2:00 p.m. we need to attend to be recognized as a participating jurisdiction. 
Motion to adjourn by Spencer second by Johnson, all aye, meeting adjourned at 9:06 p.m.; next regularly scheduled meeting will be Monday, June 14, 2021, at 8:00 p.m. at the Arcadia Community Center.
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
