BOARD OF TRUSTEES


April 11, 2022
Meeting was called to order by Chairman Dale Paider at 8:00 p.m. Trustees in attendance for the meeting were Dale Paider, Doug Griess (8:07 p.m.), Alvin Johnson and Rich Spencer. Trustee Amy Sillivan (excused) was absent. The meeting was held at the Arcadia Community Center to allow for social distancing. Notice of meeting was posted in advance at Arcadia Village Office, Arcadia Post Office and First Nebraska Bank. Others present for at least part of the meeting were Bill Staab, Steve Dodson, Jason Grove, John Fells, Wayne Hunt and Rosmarie Ritz.
Chairman Dale Paider announced and informed the public that a current copy of the Nebraska Open Meetings Act was posted in the room and a copy of the Act was also available in pamphlet form.
Johnson made motion, second by Spencer, to approve minutes of regular meeting of March 14, 2022; ayes: Johnson, Spencer, Paider;  motion carried. Griess and Sillivan absent and not voting.
Motion by Spencer, second by Johnson, to approve Financial Report for March 2022 as presented; ayes: Spencer, Johnson, Paider; motion carried. Griess and Sillivan absent and not voting.   
Johnson made motion, second by Spencer, to approve Village Accounts Payable Claims March 2022 without Dale’s Riverside claim; ayes: Johnson, Spencer, Paider; motion carried. Griess and Sillivan absent and not voting. Motion by Johnson, second by Spencer, to approve Dale’s Riverside claim; ayes: Johnson, Spencer; abstain: Paider; motion carried. Griess and Sillivan absent and not voting. 
Motion by Johnson, second by Spencer, to approve estimate of recurring claims for payment before May 2022 meeting; ayes: Johnson, Spencer, Paider; motion carried. Griess and Sillivan absent and not voting.

Trustee Griess arrived at 8:07 p.m.
Steve Dodson asked permission for Forged in Faith Ministry to have farmer’s market again outside their building starting in June on Thursday mornings from 9:00 a.m. till noon. Trustees agreed to give permission for farmer’s market. Steve Dodson mentioned that there is a possibility of a food truck wanting to be at farmer’s market. We will have to check our ordinances.

Bill Staab asked the trustees if they would consider vacating alleys/streets adjacent to his property that are laid out on map but are no longer recognizable as streets. He will have it surveyed and inform trustees when survey is done. There are four different areas to be considered, adjacent or between parcels 880032984, 880033019, 880032977, 880032970 and 880034727.

John Fells had been asked by a rural resident, Will Kusant, three miles west and two miles south of North Loup, if Village could pick up garbage at his residence. Trustees decided not to add any pick-ups. Wayne will decide when garbage truck is full enough to take to the landfill.
Spencer made motion, second by Johnson, to pay BOK Financial invoice of $445.19 by wire with a wire fee of $25 payable to First Nebraska Bank; ayes: Spencer, Johnson, Griess, Paider; motion carried. Sillivan absent and not voting.

Motion by Johnson, second by Griess, to pay $42.79 to USA Blue Book for wastewater sample supplies; ayes: Johnson, Griess, Spencer, Paider; motion carried. Sillivan absent and not voting.

Johnson made motion, second by Griess, to pay One Call Concepts $3.58 for locates during last quarter; ayes: Johnson, Griess, Spencer, Paider; motion carried. Sillivan absent and not voting.

Motion by Johnson, second by Griess, to pay Culligan  a monthly fee of $49 for reverse osmosis rentals at duplex units; ayes: Johnson, Griess, Spencer, Paider; motion carried. Sillivan absent and not voting.
Griess made motion, second by Spencer, to approve $25.74 mileage reimbursement payment to Alvin Johnson for attending broadband workshop in Ord; ayes: Griess, Spencer, Paider; abstain: Johnson; motion carried. Sillivan absent and not voting.

Motion by Griess, second by Johnson, to pay Wayne Hunt $35.10 mileage reimbursement for taking water sample to Grand Island; ayes: Griess, Johnson, Spencer, Paider; motion carried. Sillivan absent and not voting.
Griess made motion, second by Spencer, to waive building permit fee for extension of garbage truck shed on Village of Arcadia property; ayes: Griess, Spencer, Johnson, Paider; motion carried. Sillivan absent and not voting.

Motion by Johnson, second by Spencer, to pay Heaven’s Best $421.73 for cleaning floors in clinic building; ayes: Johnson, Spencer, Griess, Paider; motion carried; Sillivan absent and not voting.

Trustees discussed purchase of a weed eater. Wayne Hunt will get estimate from Griess Automotive.

Johnson made motion, second by Griess, to approve work order by Miller & Associates to survey Hawthorne’s Addition, Block 8, Lots 1-6 for $800 if all existing monuments are found or $1,500 if resetting of monuments is needed; ayes: Johnson, Griess, Spencer, Paider; motion carried. Sillivan absent and not voting.

Motion by Griess, second by Johnson, to approve Equitable Financial Life Insurance Company Governmental 457(b) Plan Adoption Agreement as presented. Roll call vote: Griess: aye; Johnson: aye; Spencer: aye; Paider: aye; motion carried. Sillivan absent and not voting. 
Trustees discussed possible sale of shotgun owned by Village. Consensus was to take sealed bids for shotgun until the next meeting, May 9, 2022. Bids will be opened at beginning of meeting on May 9, 2022, 8:00 p.m.

Clerk Ritz will post notice and description of shotgun.

Trustees decided not to pursue direct deposit option at this time.

Griess made motion, second by Johnson, to pay John Sheets $5,500 for extension of garbage truck shed; ayes: Griess, Johnson, Spencer, Paider; motion carried. Sillivan absent and not voting.

Chairman Dale Paider gave Loup Central Landfill report. Wayne Hunt reported they have been clearing creek and filling cracks in streets. Clerk Ritz mentioned that our Interlocal Law Agreement with Valley County Sheriff will expire April 30, 2023.

Motion to adjourn by Griess, second by Spencer, all aye, meeting adjourned at 9:32 p.m. The next regularly scheduled meeting will be Monday, May 9, 2022, at the Arcadia Community Center.
